China Today
· China is a one-party system with the real power resting within the Communist Party

· It has a unicameral legislation called National People’s Congress (NPC)

· Deputies indirectly elected for 5 years and they usually follow the directives of the Communist Party politburo

· Executive Branch:

· President is the head of state elected by the NPC for a 5-year term; 
can be reelected

· Premier is the head of the government that is nominated by the President and approved by the NPC

· Control over 22 provinces is limited

· 1970s opened up economically to the rest of the world
